In other words there are still a lot of expenses that go along with running the opera-

tions, even if we arenõt able to maintain and / or enjoy the trails. 

 

  I compare it to your local sports  fundraisers. Do you not support your child, grand-

child, niece and or nephews when they come around asking you to buy popcorn, snacks, 

or pies, even if they have a lousy season? No, we step up because of the bigger picture 

we want those activities to continue in the future. So please continue to support our 

sport, winter will come again even if it isnõt for very long and maybe not at all this 

year. It will be back, so letõs make sure our clubs will still be viable in the future, to 

build and maintain our trails for our riding pleasure.
